Project Report

Heytesbury FOCUS Project:

The Heytesbury FOCUS project concluded last month having achieved some outstanding
results. Over the past 12 months 18 farmers participated in the project which saw them
complete a whole farm plan and receiving nutrient maps identifying nutrient levels across
every paddock of their farm. The FOCUS project was successful in building the project
participants capacity to make more informed soil nutrient decisions to improve both farm
profitability and environmental risk. More funding is currently being sought to continue
this program into the future.

Swamp Scrub Recovery Program Update: by Becky McCann, Project Officer

This very successful project which aimed at raising the awareness of and restoring the
threatened Swamp Scrub vegetation community, concluded at the end of September.
Thanks to all the fantastic landholders and volunteers involved-together we
protected/enhanced more than 109ha of remnant vegetation, revegetated 17ha of Swamp
Scrub, found 16 new populations of threatened orchids and completed 51ha of weed
control-great work!! Watch this space (and the HDLN website)....plans are still underway
for a Swamp Scrub workshop that will give you all the opportunity to get some hands on
learning in how to record your local plants & wildlife plus the chance to explore the Scrub.
