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Challenges and opportunities community members!
A number of opportunities and challenges have presented on
the horizon in the past few months that may influence our future
and present Landcare Groups.

In May the State Government announced $12 million for
Landcare, which has triggered action by Networks within the
Corangamite CMA region. The budget announced 60 Landcare
Coordinators to be appointed across the State, with limited
information on how this will be implemented.

A submission on behalf of the 9 Landcare Networks within the CCMA region has
been lodged, proposing that the existing Landcare Coordinators deliver the outcomes
that the Government is seeking. This includes an announcement that the funding is
to apply for 4 years, though the VLC is proposing a 3 year period to increase the
amount available for the salaried positions.

A recent strategic planning workshop conducted by HDLN confirmed that Landcare |
networks play a pivotal role in supporting the needs of individual groups. If the intent 4% 8&'()*&&
of the State Government is to have the Landcare investment “embedded in the
community” the best possible outcome is that our joint submission is successful.
You may have heard that Landcare celebrates 25 years of success in 2011. In many !

ways it is a watershed moment for Landcare; the next 25 years is likely to see a more !
complex and expanded role for our Network. In the VLC/VLN submission to the " #

The large extent of
these on ground works is unique when compared with other
environmental organisations, as the majority of funding goes

directly to these works as opposed to project management.

Farm Plastic Waste Disposal
Farmers in SW Victoria are being
encouraged to adopt a new
system for the sustainable
disposal of farm plastic waste.
DemoDAIRY projects officer
Marni Barber is the newly
appointed Plasback advocate for
south-west Victoria and will be
highlighting the benefits of the
system to farmers at field days,
discussion groups and focus
farmer meetings over the next six
months.

Plasback will provide a long-term,
low-cost solution for farmers and
councils for the disposal of silage
wrap, silage pit covers and baling
twine. It will minimise plastic
waste to landfill, minimise
environmental damage, ensure
these valuable products are
recycled and make their use
sustainable into the future.
Farmers bag unwanted plastics
into Plasback liners and drop
them at council transfer stations.
Plasback liners, which are
coloured for a specific plastic
waste stream, can be purchased
for $79.95 for a box of 25 which
will recycle the wrap off more than
400 round bales of silage.
Marni will be conducting a survey
to determine the scale and
current methods of disposal of
farm plastic waste.
